Together with the Westmont Chamber of
Commerce Educational Foundation (WCCEF), a shared mission to provide recognition and
scholarships to area students and residents with interest in careers in Public Safety and Public Works
has been created. The Matthew W. Heiden Public Safety Scholarship is maintained in honor of
Matthew Heiden, who lost his life in a workplace accident serving the community in the Westmont
Public Works Department.

The WCCEF administers the scholarship for the Village of Westmont and uses a formal criteria and
selection process to award this scholarship. The criteria for this scholarship will include:

o Local Students, (in order of preference)

o Local high school seniors

o Local residents

o Local public employees (Westmont, Park District, School District, Township, County,
etc.) pursuing an education or training in public safety, public works, or construction
safety careers.

« Scholarship awards up to $2000 per each satisfied applicant, and up to $6000 annually. (Three
awards possible).

« Student will be attending an accredited curriculum at university, college, or trade school within
six months of graduation.

o Enroliment fees (100%) in any Board of Certified Safety Professionals (BCSP) Certification or
Credential, funds remaining.

« Registration costs (100%) for any American Public Works Association (APWA), American
Water Works Association, or OSHA conferences or training. opportunities in lllinois can be
considered, funds remaining

« Financial need is not a criterion.

The WCCEF will select finalists to interview before making final award decisions. Scholarship

applications and supporting documents must be returned by the published deadline each year.
